Transformed by Praise:  A Study of the Psalm 
 
John Calvin referred to the Book of Psalms as “an anatomy of all 
parts of the soul.”  They appeal to the whole person: informing our 
intellect, arousing our emotions, directing our wills, and exciting 
our imaginations.  The purpose of this class is to deepen our love 
for the Lord by increasing our understanding of the Psalms.  We 
will discuss the major types of psalms and the nature of Hebrew 
poetry.  Consideration will also be given to the theological, 
historical, and literary context of the Book of Psalms.  Selected 
topics arising from the psalms are also covered. This class will be 
taught by Steve Strickland in the High School Library.  
 
The Righteousness of God Revealed:  A Study of Paul’s Letter 
to the Romans 
 
“For I am not ashamed of the gospel, for it is the power of God for 
salvation to everyone who believes, to the Jew first and also to the 
Greek. For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith for 
faith, as it is written, ‘The righteous shall live by faith’.” (ESV) So 
begins the Apostle Paul in his letter to the fledgling church located 
in the capital of the pagan superpower of his day known as the 
Roman Empire. But what does this statement mean?  And why is it  
so important to the Christian faith? 
  
What follows is the richest and most comprehensive summary of 
the Christian faith contained in sacred scripture. Martin Luther 
called Romans “the most important document in the New 
Testament, the gospel in its purest expression.” More than a 
systematic treatment of Christian doctrine, Paul’s letter is a rich 
commentary on the covenant narrative so dear to his fellow Jews 
from whom Christ came. It is by understanding God’s unfolding 
plan of salvation against the backdrop of this narrative that we 
appreciate Christ as the fulfillment to all that the scriptures 
testify.

If you would like to better understand the Christian faith in 
general and the Reformed tradition in particular, join us this fall as 
we study Paul’s letter to the Romans, probably the most important 
book in the New Testament next to the Gospels. This class will be 
taught by Bryan Toenes in Room 117A at the end of the south  
education wing. 
 
 
Walden Class:  Gospel of John Study 
 
The Walden class has been steadily working its way through the 
book of John throughout the summer months. In chapters 13 
through 18, our Lord has made it very plain what it means to be a 
Christian. He has explained salvation through Him, eternal life, 
sanctification, His deity, our receiving of the Holy Spirit, the 
purpose for our salvation, and the commission, as believers, to bear 
fruit. We re-discovered the number one good fruit of all believers: 
“To remain in Him.” And as a further reminder, Christ said: “All 
this I have told you so that you do not go astray.” 
 
In the weeks ahead, the class will do a play depicting the trial 
Pilate gave Jesus before his accusers. From there, we will re-live 
the crucifixion, the burial, and the resurrection of our Lord. 
Chapter 21 remains, the disciples are given marching orders (as 
well as those of us living in the 21 century). Exciting weeks and 
lessons are on the horizon for the Walden class.

Class is where you should be!  Don’t waste time sleeping in on 
Sunday mornings; get moving and join us as we walk with Jesus 
through the pen of the apostle John.  We would love to have you 
join us and re-discover the excitement of your faith, have fun doing 
it, and enjoy great discussions with the class.  We meet Sunday 
mornings at 9:30 in room 114 in the south education wing, just 
down the hall from the nursery.
