The Synod’'s response was arrigsedhrough a careful study of
sacred Scripture and offered five counter pointg&clvicame to be known as The Five
Points of Calvinism. The specific area of theolagyered in these points can be more
aptly called God's Sovereignty in Salvation. listtlass we will carefully study these
five points with the aim to inspire awe, gratituaied new obedience as we realize all
the more that salvation is of God.
