ªIn the beginning was the 
Word…and the Word became 
flesh and dwelt  among usº 
 
At  Chr istmas t ime we focus a 
great  deal  on the coming of 
Chr ist  in Bethlehem. As the 
wrapping paper  gets thrown 
away, and as Preston and Judy 
begin to pack up their  Chr istmas 
vi l lage, i t  would be wise to reflect  
on the incarnat ion.   
 
The incarnat ion 
is the fancy word 
we give to the en-
t i re concept  of 
Jesus' being com-
pletely God and 
becoming com-
pletely man.  I t  is 
very interest ing 
that  the apost le John begins his 
gospel, not  wi th a record of Jesus' 
bir th, but  wi th a descr ipt ion of 
the implicat ions of the incarna-
t ion.  John refers to Jesus as ªthe 
Word.º He sees Chr ist  as the em-
bodiment  of communicat ion from 
God. He is the very speech of 
God.   
 
What  is most  cur ious about this 
is that  John constant ly presents 
Jesus as a man of act ion. He did 
not  simply speak God's t ruth 
(though he did). He ministered to 
the poor , hung around with 

drunks, ate dinner  with prost i-
tutes.  He t ruly dwelt  wi th the 
people of society.  He was the doc-
tor  who came not  for  those who 
didn't  think they had a problem 
(the rel igious) but  for  those who 
knew they were broken (the dregs 
of cul ture). N.T. Wr ight , a Br i t ish 
theologian, says, ªThe Word be-
came flesh, and the church has 
turned the flesh back into words: 
words of good advice, words of 
comfor t , words of wisdom and en-

cou r agem en t ; 
yes, but  what 
changes t he 
wor ld is flesh, 
words with skin 
on them, words 
that  hug you 
and cry with 
you and play 

with you and love you and rebuke 
you and bui ld houses with you 
and teach your  chi ldren in 
school.º   
 
We need to be l ike Chr ist  in the 
way that  we not  only reflect  on 
God and reveal Him in our 
Words, but  also in our  act ions 
that  the wor ld around us can see.  
We need to be known not  for  the 
t -shir ts that  we wear or  the mov-
ies we don't  see, but  by the way 
we love our  neighbors and reach 
out  to the margins of society and 
show the love of Chr ist .

The New Year presents the per-
fect  oppor tuni ty to star t  at tend-
ing Sunday School or  to begin en-
couraging your  chi ld in his Sun-
day School memory work. Offered 
every Sunday morning at  9:30, 
each Sunday School  cl ass 
offers lessons and act ivi t ies cre-
ated for  your  chi ld©s age level .  
 
Our  class for  two and three year  
old chi ldren wil l  be studying the 
L i fe of Jesus. The chi ldren wil l  
learn that  God©s gi ft  to them is 
his Son, Jesus, their  Savior . This 
class meets in Room 110 and is 
taught  by Bever ly Thomson with 
the assistance of Samantha 
Jones. The chi ldren have been 
memor izing the simple quest ions 
and answers of "My First  Cate-
chism."   
 
The Preschool Class includes 
chi ldren who are four  years old 
through kindergar ten students. 
Tami Pothoven and Laura St r ick-
land teach this class in Room 116 
and are beginning a ser ies cal led 
"L iving in God©s Family," a set  of 
lessons emphasizing what  i t  
means to be a par t  of God©s fam-
i ly and to l ive as God©s chi ld. 
Each week the students learn one 
catechism quest ion, and the chi l -
dren memor ize a new Bible verse 
every other  week.  
 

First  through four th grade stu-
dents meet  in Room 117A with 
their  teachers, Brynn Tiscione 
and Jackie Toenes. They learn 
one catechism quest ion and one 
Bible memory verse each week 
and wi l l  be studying a group of 
lessons ent i t led "Knowing Jesus." 
As they examine stor ies from Je-
sus' l i fe, the chi ldren wi l l  learn 
who Jesus is and how he wants 
us to respond to him.  
 
The Westminster  Shor ter  Cate-
chism is the focus in our  5th-7th 
grade class. Ben Lambers teaches 
this class in the l ibrary and is 
present ly focusing on the five dis-
t inct ives of Calvinism. Dur ing 
the next  several  months, the stu-
dents wi l l  be examining The 
Lord©s Prayer  and The Ten 
Commandments by memor izing 
three catechism quest ions a week 
and discussing them in class. 
 
Every two months, the chi ldren 
visi t  "The Count ry Store," where 
they are able to purchase smal l 
toys or  candy with points they 
earn for  at tendance, good behav-
ior , learning their  Bible verses, 
etc. The chi ldren look forward to 
this reward, and i t  encourages 
them to cont inue memor izing the 
t ruths presented in the catechism 
and to cont inue hiding God©s 
Word in their  hear ts.
