"Herein is my Father  glor i fied, 
that  you bear  much frui t ; so shall  
you be my disciples." –John 15:8 

The bearing of much frui t  not  
only br ings glory to God, but  
proves such r ich frui t -bearers to 
be genuine disciples of the Lord 
Jesus. Now, though there is no 
mer i t  in their  bear ing frui t , they 
somet imes get  comfor t  from i t , as 
proving an abiding union with 
Chr ist . "I f you keep my com-
mandments, you shal l  abide in 
my love; even as I  have kept  my 
Father 's commandments and 
abide in his love." There is no 
maintaining of holy confidence in 
the soul  but  by walking in godly 
obedience; nor  can there be any 
t rue spir i tual communion with 
God whi le the gui l t  of disobedi-
ence l ies hard and heavy on the 
conscience. To make st raight  
paths for  our  feet ; to walk in the 
fear  of God; to l ive to his glory, 
are not  only sweet tests of genu-
ine discipleship, but  fai th, hope, 
and love cannot be maintained 
without  them.  

And yet  i f we know anything of 
what  gospel frui t  is, and what  we 
are as poor , vi le sinners, must  we 
not  too often put  our  mouth in 
the dust? I nstead of rejoicing in 
our  frui t fulness, must  we not  of-
ten rather  lament  our  barren-

ness, and cry out , "My leanness, 
my leanness, woe unto me!" St i l l , 
i f we see and feel  a deficiency in 
these points in ourselves and oth-
ers, and, compar ing our  hear ts, 
l ips, and l ives with the word of 
t ruth, must  plead gui l ty, shall  
this ut ter ly discourage us? No. 
This very discouragement  may 
prove of service to us. I t  is good, 
at  t imes, to be discouraged; be-
cause i t  makes us learn that  
"wi thout  Chr ist  we can do noth-
ing," and that  i t  is only by his 
grace that  we can produce frui t  to 
his glory. I t  is, therefore, good to 
see and feel  our  bar renness and 
unfrui t fulness; for  i t  is this very 
sight  and sense of our  own want 
of frui t  that  leads us in earnest  
desires to the Lord Jesus Chr ist  
to work in us to wil l  and to do of 
his own good pleasure.

You 
may have seen The Gates on TV, 
but  i f you didn’t , they were miles 
and mi les of br ight  orange arches 
with br ight  orange fabr ic hanging 
from the arches.  I f you asked 
New Yorkers what  they thought , 
you found a ci ty divided.  Some 
peopl e hat ed t hem; ot her s 
thought  that  i t  was br i l l iant .   
 
So why do I  
br ing up The 
Gat es i n 
S e m i n o l e 
Pres.?  This 
new form of 
ar twork is a 
good way of 
under st and-
ing the cul-
ture in which 
w e l i v e.  
Years ago ar t  was something that  
had beauty, and that  beauty en-
dured.  Look at  the paint ings of 
Rembrandt , Michelangelo, and 
Da Vinci .  These are pieces of ar t  
that  can be endured and enjoyed 
by al l  generat ions.  
 
The new t rend in ar t  is not  to cre-
ate endur ing beauty, but  one 
t ime, non-repeatable, exper ient ial 
events. This is not  just  a picture 

of the ar t  wor ld, but  also a pic-
ture of the cul ture as a whole.  
Dr . Leonard Sweet , in his book 
Postmodern Pi lgr ims, descr ibes 
postmoderni ty wi th the acronym 
EPIC.  E stands for  exper iential , 
which means that  we l ike to get  
caught  up in things.  P repre-
sents par ti cipatory, which di ffers 
from exper ient ial in the same 
way that  a movie (exper ient ial) 
di ffers from a fair  (par t icipatory).  

I  is for  im-
age-d r i ven .  
This empha-
sizes our  af-
fini ty to im-
ages, both 
l i teral ly and 
s y m b o l i -
cal ly.  The C 
in EPI C 
r ep r esen t s 
com m u n al .  
This l i feview 

sees i tsel f as par t  of a bigger pic-
ture.  We would never  consider  
making a big decision apar t  from 
the advice of our  fr iends.  We l ike 
to exper ience things in groups 
and talk about  them afterwards.   
 
Using this rubr ic, The Gates are 
a quintessent ial  example of post -
modern ar t .  They are exper ien-
t ial, par t icipatory, image-dr iven, 
and communal.

Be Careful What You Pray For!

There are many in the French is-
lands where the leadership hasn’t  
kept  up with the church’s rapid 
numer ical  growth. Indeed many 
Ant i l lais pastors have no theo-
l ogi cal  t r ai ni ng what soever .  
Hence, the importance of the 
IONA program. I t  is far  more 
cost -effect ive to br ing seminary 
t raining to the islands than to up-
root  the island believers to send 
them to seminary in Europe or  
the U.S. Having said that , t ravel 
to the islands is expensive. We re-
cent ly lost  one of our  suppor ters 
whose generous giving almost 
single-handedly kept  us afloat  in 
2004. So we need to find new sup-
por ters to cont inue with the pro-
gram and expand i t  to the other  
French-speaking islands, and 
even to French Guyana where ea-
ger  bel ievers anxiously await  in-
st ruct ion in the Word.  
 
A l i t t le anecdote in closing: on the 
very day we prayed, a la Jabez, 
that  the Lord would “enlarge our 
ter r i tory” (1 Chron. 4:9) thinking 

of the needs of the other  French 
Car ibbean islands, we received a 
proposal from brethren in Sene-
gal , west  Afr ica (where the si tua-
t ion is apparent ly similar ; i .e., 
numer ical  church growth but  a 
dear th of bibl ical t raining) for  an 
occasional  t eaching seminar  
there! One must be careful  how 
he prays.
