An Unusual House of Prayer

"And on the Sabbath day we
went out of the city to the river-
side, where prayer was customar-
ily made."- Acts 16:13

What, they had no church, no
synagogue, no house of prayer, in
all the city? Was it like another
Athens, wholly given to idolatry?
My soul, think of your privileges,
and learn rightly to prize them,
and use them to the glory of the
great Giver. It was "on the Sab-
bath day.” What a mercy to poor
fallen man is the Sabbath? And
yet what multitudes slight, de-
spise, and never profit by it! My
soul! Think again, in this view
also, of your mercies; and bow
down to the dust in the deepest
humiliation of soul and body,
that the Sabbath is precious to
you. "Who makes you differ from
another?' Eventually you will en-
ter into the everlasting Sabbath
of heaven.

There is something very interest-
ing in what the apostle here says
of going out "by the riverside."
Probably it was in the memory of
the church, that in Babylon,
where the people were captives,
the Lord made the river Chebar
famous for visions to one prophet,
and Hiddekel to another. But,
blessed be God! Though our land
is so sinful, we are not given up

to captivity; and while many of
the nations around have their
churches turned into stables,
amidst the din and horrors of
war, our candlestick is not yet re-
moved out of its place.

Precious Jesus! Wherever prayer
is commonly to be made by your
people, let my soul delight to be
found. Let me hear your voice in-
viting to communion: "Come with
me from Lebanon, my spouse,
with me from Lebanon." Yea,
Lord, I would follow the Lamb
wherever he goes. | would follow
you to the assemblies of your peo-
ple. | would wait to see the goings
of my God and King in his sanc-
tuary. | would have my whole
soul athirst for you, as the hart
for the cooling streams. And
while | join your people in the
great congregation, where prayer
is habitually to be made, | pray
your grace, and the influences of
your blessed Spirit, to fire my
soul with foretastes of that glori-
ous assembly, which are keeping
an eternal Sabbath above, where
the everlasting praises of God
and of the Lamb will engage and
fill my raptured soul with joy un-
speakable and full of glory to all
eternity.

Pascal

When you hear the name Pascal,
you may think of a number of
things. Some of you will think of
high school math, others of com-
puter programming languages.
And still some will not think any-
thing at all about the name.

Pascal was a 17th century mathe-
matician (hence the high school
math thing) who created the first
calculator (which is why com-
puter programmers named a lan-
guage in his honor).

So why would | bring up a seven-
teenth century nerd in my col-
umn? He was not only a brilliant
mathematician; he was also one
of the premier defenders of the

faith in his time. Pascal can
teach us a lot about communicat-
ing our faith to others. Pascal’s
methodology was one that not
only touched the mind but also
the heart and body. He did not
simply present Christianity as a
logical coherent rational system;
he showed how it was holistic
(remember last month’s col-
umn?).

In our presentation of the gospel,
we must remember that Christi-
anity is not just a set of proposi-
tions; it is so much more. It is
the story of a Creator God, who
loved His broken creation so
much that He gave His son’s life.

As we are anxiously getting ready
for the summer to begin, | hope
that you are enjoying this warm
spring weather. So far this year
has been busy in that with two
fairs past, many people have been
reached with the gospel.

Although we have tried for many
years for the opportunity to work
inside the Strawberry Festival as
we have done with the state fair,
God gave us tremendous doors to
go through working outside of the
main gate tothe festival. None of
His work is without challenges.
Nevertheless, God remains victo-
rious over it all.

This year we were able to surpass
the number of people reached out-
side of the Strawberry Festival by
almost double from last year.
1,488 individuals got the chance
to hear His Story as they walked
on their way to or from the festi-
val and from parking lots. Our
tent was located in a parking lot.
Many of those who came by knew
the story. Some recognized us

from the state fair, but all-in-all
680 people accepted Christ as
their Savior.

One very special need that we
have and will probably have
throughout the summer is addi-
tional financing. Gasoline prices
have skyrocketed. Since we travel
over a thousand miles a week do-
ing 5-Day Clubs, the need for
drivers as well as the funds for
gas is a major need.

These and other minis-
try needs we are asking God’s
people to bring before His throne
and then ask how you can help.
The greatest part that you pro-
vide is the continued prayer and
support for the ongoing ministry
of reaching children.

Additionally, pray for us as we
try (with God’s help) to get into
the public schools for after school
Good News Clubsin the fall. And
as always, once again, thank you
for your continued prayers of en-
couragement and financial gifts.
