that  way the benefi ts cont inue to 
spread throughout  the ent i re vi l -
lage. 
 
The chi ldren not  only helped a 
vi l lage in Bangladesh, but  they 
also helped two famil ies in I ndia 
by purchasing pigs for  them. 
Whi le many people in I ndia work 
hard at  their  jobs and in the 
fields, they have di fficul ty provid-
ing for  the basic needs of their  
fami l ies. A pig can become a l iv-
ing piggy bank for  these people. 
The family can raise the pig and 
sel l  i t  in the market  for  ext ra 
cash. Each pig costs $50 and in-
cluded in that  pr ice is a program 
that  t rains and supports the 
fami l ies. When their  pig has i ts 
fi rst  piglet , i t  is given to another 
fami ly in the community to help 
them make a l iving.  
 
By br inging their  quar ters to 
Sunday School every week and 
choosing to help  famil ies in other  
count r ies, our  chi ldren have  
helped br ing hope to people in  
pover ty and share the love of Je-
sus Chr ist . 

Many chi ldren at  Seminole br ing 
an offer ing with them to Sunday  
School to place in their  class© of-
fer ing box. After  two years of col-
lect ing these monies, the chi ldren 
voted last  month to spend their  
funds on a buffalo and two pigs. 
The buffalo won the most  votes 
by a large margin, but  pigs  
came in second, beat ing the only 
other  choices, sheep and goats. 
 
Through a program sponsored by 
the Chr ist ian 
R e f o r m e d 
Wor ld Rel ief 
C om m i t t ee, 
the chi ldren 
bought  a buf-
falo for  a fam-
i ly in Bangla-
d esh .  I n 
Bangladesh r ice is the main 
source of food, and farmers often 
lack the ski l ls or  equipment  nec-
essary to plow fields in mud or  on 
steep hi l ls. This buffalo wil l  ease 
the burden of farming for  fami-
l ies, helping them to save t ime 
and  grow bigger  crops. The cost  
of the buffalo, $175, includes 
t raining for  the farmers on how 
to feed, house, vaccinate, and pro-
vide medical  care for  their  buf-
falo. I n turn, the fami ly promises 
the fi rst  baby of their  buffalo to 
another  fami ly in the community;
