John Piper spoke on Acts
20:24-31 with a message ti-
tled “Obedience, Orthodoxy,
and Joy: Leadership for a
Greater Consensus.”  Sin-
clair Ferguson delivered a
message to the attendees ti-
tled “The Heart of the Gos-
pel” from Romans 8:28-39.

In other business, five new
presbyteries were approved
in Philadelphia, Northern
[llinois, and the Pacific
Northwest. Also, the Strate-
gic Planning Committee,
which was erected at the
2000 GA to study and rec-
ommend strategic changes
to the structure and opera-
tion of the PCA, gave a pro-
gress report on its work. For
those who are interested in
reviewing the committee’s
work, the information can be
viewed at:
