the monthly newslet ter?  
Doesn’t  the front  page get  
reserved ei ther  for  the most  
important  news or  for  some 
theme that  flows through 
the rest  of the newslet ter?  
Wel l , yes, and that  is why 
this story is front  page news. 
 
Seminole has had a web 
page for  several  years just  
l ike most  churches these 
days.  But  i t  has only been 
in the last  year  that  we 
(thanks to Steve Pothoven) 
have made ser ious upgrades 
to our  si te to enhance i ts 
per formance and to help get  
our  message out  to the com-
munity. 
 
First , we have worked to im-
prove the number of hi ts to 
our  si te through search en-
gines such as Google.  I n the 
month of July we had 661 
unique visi tors to our  web 
page, and August  is not  far  
behind.  Those numbers are 
three t imes what  they were 
at  the beginning of the year ! 
 

Secondly, since last  fal l  we 
have been keeping archives 
of our  sermons on-l ine.  You 
can visit  our  web page and 
l isten on-l ine or  download 
them to your  computer  to 
l isten to them off-l ine.  More 
recent ly we have managed 
to l ist  ourselves on mult iple 
podcast  director ies.  Our  si te 
was even ment ioned in a re-
cent  newspaper ar t icle in 
the St . Pete Times. 
 
Some of the more popular  
recent  sermons were Pastor  
Keen’s sermons on Mat thew 
8 and Romans 12 and 
Just in’s sermon about  David 
from I I  Samuel 11.   Those  
sermons alone invi ted 594 
hi ts!  Evident ly there are a 
number of people out  there 
interested in hear ing God’s 
word preached! 
 
Where is al l  of this headed?  
How wi l l  i t  help our  church 
grow and reach more peo-
ple?  We don’t  know the an-
swer.  But  praise God that  
He is already using what  we 
have to reach so many!

As I  
look through church history, i t  
seems some of the greatest  men 
were not  the r ighteous, but  the 
honest . August ine would not  
make any claim about  his own 
r ighteousness.  He had a very low 
view of himself and an inflated 
view of his sin. The great  Re-
former, Mart in Luther , was in the 
same boat .   
 
Church and Chr ist iani ty at  large 
are not  places to display our 
r ighteousness, but  rather  places 
where we go to admit  we are bro-
ken.  May we at  Seminole cul t i -
vate a cul ture of honesty. 

John Keen has an annoying habit .  
He is constant ly steal ing my 
ideas!  I  swear he breaks into my 
office, hacks my computer , then 
breaks the eighth commandment .  
Let  me give you some examples.
