Hnancial Notes

As most of you know, 2005 was a
great year for Seminole finan-
cially. After several lean yearsin
a row, we saw a substantial in-
crease in offerings in 2005 that
made it possible to make some
important staff additions that
will enhance the ministry of our
growing church. We have also
been able to build our emergency
reserve to $60,000 in spite of re-
placing two thirds of the roof for
the 100 building this past year.

After much prayer and thought-
ful consideration, the Session ap-
proved a final budget for 2006 of
$512,000. This represents a 7%
increase in offerings over 2005.
Based on the growth we have
seen lately, that is very attain-
able. Nevertheless, lest we be-
come complacent about our fi-
nances, here are some ways that
you can support this budget in
2006.

Pray! Thisis the most impor-
tant thing that you can do. Pray
that God will meet our needs and
provide for this budget that we
believe He has led us to adopt.
Also, pray for the members of the
2006 Finance Committee: Bryan
Toenes, Steve Strickland, Chip

Ink and Blood

A dramatic exhibition of authen-
tic Dead Sea Scroll fragments,
manuscripts and rare Bibles
gathered from around the world
to tell the story of the most
printed book in history—the Bi-
blein English.

Authentic Dead Sea Scroll frag-
ments are just one part of an ex-
traordinary display of rare an-
cient Biblical manuscripts and
historic Bibles traveling the
country. This once-in-a-lifetime
exhibit, known officially as Ink &
Blood: Sacred Treasures of the
Bible, contains fragments from
the Dead Sea Scrolls, including
portions of Genesis and lIsaiah,
and numerous Bibles including a
medieval manuscript Wycliff Bi-
ble from the 15th Century, the
first translation of the Holy Book
into English. As the name of the
exhibit implies — the Bible has
been spread through the dili-
gence of scribes and the blood of
martyrs.

Some of the other rare items in-
clude several 5,000-year-old pic-
tographic clay tablets from an-
cient Mesopotamia, the earliest

form of writing in history, and a
2,600-year-old scroll containing
the oldest known Hebrew writing
on papyrus in the world and the
earliest known written example
of the Hebrew name for God, Elo-
him. The exhibit also features a
working replica of Gutenberg®
press, the greatest invention of
the millennium, as well as on-site
historians, multimedia presenta-
tions and scheduled lectures
given by visiting scholars.

This dramatic collection of au-
thentic artifacts, Jewish and Me-
dieval manuscripts, and rare Ref-
ormation Bibles from around the
world comes together to tell a
unique story seldom told—the
complete history of the Bible, fo-
cusing on the Bible in English.

The exhibit runs from January
13—May 13, 2006 at the Florida
International Museum. The mu-
seum hours for this exhibit are
Saturday 9 am — 6 pm; Sunday
12 noon — 6 pm; last admission at
5 p.m. (Closed Easter). Regular
admission for the Ink & Blood ex-
hibit: Adults $16, Seniors/
Military $14, Students $9, Tod-
dlers 6 and under — free. Each
Adult, Senior/Military and Stu-
dent tickets purchased prior to
December 31, 2005 will receive a
$2 discount per ticket.
